This past July, twenty nine Scouts from Oradell 

Troop 36 traveled to Camp Yawgoog for a week at 

Boy Scout summer camp - earning a total of 106 

merit badges.  Founded in 1916 as "A Scout Ad-

venture land Forever", Camp Yawgoog is situated 

on 1,800 acres of beautiful wilderness in Rockville, 

Rhode Island. Yawgoog is divided into three sepa-

rate Camps: Camp Three Point, Camp Medicine 

Bow and Camp Sandy Beach, and services over 150 

Boy Scout Troops from across the mid-Atlantic re-

gion each week.  The atmosphere of healthy Camp 

competition is a unique aspect of the Yawgoog ex-

perience.  Yawgoog Scout Reservation is a part of 

the Narragansett Council, Boy Scouts of America. 

 

The 2009 Troop 36 camp contingent continued its 

domination in the inter-Troop competitions at Camp 

Yawgoog this year.  The Troop is pleased to an-

nounce that for the 3rd consecutive year it took 1st 

place in the Water Front Swim Carnival competition, 

1st place in the Camp Scavenger Hunt, and 1st place 

in the Troop Tournament.

Washington 

Twenty Scouts from Troop 36 traveled to Washington DC 

to complete the Arlington National Cemetery Historic 

Trail.  The trail is sponsored by the National Capitol Scout 

Council,  in conjunction with National Historic Trails 

Council, that official opened as an authorized historic trail 

of the Boy Scouts of America in 1987.  Participation in the 

Arlington Trail helps Scouts become aware of the sacri-

fices made by the members of the different branches of the 

Armed Forces and their role in securing our security and 

freedoms. 

 

The trail covers 8 miles in Arlington National Cemetery 

and includes stops at the graves of military leaders of the 

United States as well as stops at the Kennedy Grave Site, 

the Iwo Jima Monument, Arlington House and the Tomb 

of the Unknowns.  In order to qualify for the Arlington 

Cemetery Historic Trail medal Scout hikers must wear 

their official BSA uniform and complete a questionnaire. 

 

While in Washington DC Troop 36 was given the honor of 

laying a wreath at the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier in 

Arlington Cemetery.  The present Tomb was completed 

and opened to the public in April 1932 and is guarded 24 

hours a day, 365 days a year, by the Sentinels of the Third 

United States Infantry Regiment ñOld Guard.ò
